Marshall & Sterling Representatives will be at the October 20, 2022 Regular Meeting to give a member update and answer questions.  Additionally, Marshall & Sterling and Donna Stoliker will be hosting open house hours at the Union Hall on Monday, October 24th and Wednesday October 26th from 4pm to 6:30pm, so that any members’ and/or spouses may come in to ask questions as well. Please watch your mail for additional Insurance Fund mailings regarding open enrollment and plan changes during the next two months. SMART International – Disaster Relief Fund (DRF)

The officers, members and staff of LU83 send our thoughts and prayers out to our active and retired members and their families that live in Florida who were affected from the extraordinary losses due to Hurricane Ian.

Assistance is available through our International SMART Disaster Relief Fund, which provides financial relief for SMART members impacted by disasters. If you have suffered a loss and are in need of assistance, please contact our office and we will send you a DRF application form. This could possibly assist you for property damage above what your personal homeowner’s insurance may cover and/or what FEMA/grants may provide.  Everyone affected is encouraged to apply.  If your application meets the criteria for relief, as determined by the trustees of the Fund, SMART will attempt to overnight a check within 24 hours to the Local for delivery to the affected member.

Currently and over the next few years the ITI will be updating their lesson plans and presentations to help keep our apprentices and journeypersons trained for the future of our industry. 

In an effort to keep the apprentices trained in all aspects of jobsite safety and to open up all work opportunities, the JATC will continue offering Haz. 40, Hoisting & Rigging, OSHA 30 and Asbestos awareness training into our apprenticeship training program.
The JATC is looking at expanding our current training program; if you are a member in good standing that would be interested in committing your time to teach, please contact me to review details as to what it would entail and if interested, a resume will be required.
